The School Day 

Pupils should aim where possible to arrive at school on foot. For those who are driven to school, please note that during the 

demolition stage of the works there will only be disability access into the shool. Pupils should access the school via McCall 

Terrace. The Miller Road access will be closed. Bus services will be unaffected by these changes. 

On completion of the demolition stage in January 2019, staff and visitor car parking will be available along with a pick up and 

drop off area that will be clearly designated. 

 

First Day Procedures 

All pupils should arrive at school on Wednesday 18th April for 9am ready for an Introductory Assembly to our new school.      

Prefects will already have received a tour of the school and will be on hand to show everyone where to go.  

All pupils and visitors must enter the school via the front door.  

 

Moving around the school 

Pupils are expected to follow a one way system in the school and should move clockwise around each floor; except the third 

floor where pupils may walk in either direction on the left. 

Pupils may use any staircase to go up or down through the floors but must keep to the left. 

Every room / door has a consecutive number and so is easy to locate. A map showing the rooms and departmental areas has

The next phase  

 

This large scale project has been scheduled to take place in two distinct Phases. Phase 1 is the enabling or preparatory works of 

the site, along with improvements to the bus turning circle, and the construction of the new school building. Phase 2 will be the 

demolition of the existing school building, the construction of a newly formed pick up/drop off area, staff and visitor car parking 

facilities. The existing 3G pitch will also be resurfaced during the forthcoming summer holidays. Phase 1 works will be complete 

in time for the decant into the new building during the Easter holidays. 

During Phase 2, to allow the demolition works to take place safely, vehicular access to the school will be restricted. There will be 

no pick up/drop off or parking facilities within the school grounds. Where possible, pupils should aim to arrive at school on foot. 

For those pupils who are driven to school, parents will be required to drop their children off at McCall Terrace.
